In the second
course, they gain hands-on
experience through internships
in fields like veterinary care or
animal shelters, focusing on
animal health, conservation, and
behavior. Students also practice
canine CPR, public speaking, and
complete a research project on
endangered species while
exploring career options through
field trips and guest speakers.
